This abstract will be received by all members of Bioinstitute´s  scientific board and in the event that more than 20 application forms are received, the board will recommend by point classification, which works are to be presented verbally. The remainder will be asked for a poster presentation.

The length of verbally accepted presentations in English will be 20 minutes including 5 minutes for discussion and the best dissertation will be appraised and presented during the Bioacademy Plenary Meeting. The best poster will also be appraised. All verbal and poster presentation abstracts will be published in the Conference Proceedings and also available on CD (there can be longer presentations on the CD). 

We believe this activity will serve as an excellent form for interchanging useful information in our field of science. We are looking forward to receiving works and ask you to send the abstracts by 31. 3. 2005 to both e-mail addresses:
